Treasurer’s Report:  Home and School’s Ending Cash Balance as of 9/30/11:  $19066.97.  Total Revenue earned in September was $3786.13 and was from the following resources:  First Day Celebration – $827.50, Parish Adjustments in September – N/A, Hospitality – $78.99, BTS Picnic – $124.91, and Craft Day – $127.53.  Expected Expenses for October, 2011:  Box Tops – Shipping, Art Teacher Salary, and Script for staff birthdays.  Expected Fundraising Revenue for October, 2011 – Dues.  
Principal’s Report:  Back to School Night was a success with over 90% of the families coming.  We are preparing for our accreditation team on November 9th and 10th making sure all our student files and health files look good to the team.  There was also some professional team building with Mr. Barth and Mrs. Ammerman learning more with English Lit and the Smart Board and Mrs. Newell and Mrs. Laubusch learning more in a Science workshop.  The School Committee asked who would be the liaison for reporting to H&S and asked Ms. Cooney to be that person.  Everyone agreed that H&S should offset the cost of the 8th grade TYME OUT retreat like the 4th and 5th grade camp and the bell towers.
